	Migraine
	Severe throbbing in half or whole head.  May last a few hours or a few days.  Cause unknown but effects 1 in 10 people. 



	Epilepsy
	Reoccurring seizures which affect consciousness.  Can be controlled by drugs although these have lots of side effects.



	Paralysis
	Muscles don’t work in that area, this can cause loss of feeling or movement in that area.



	Deafness
	Hearing impairment may result from disease or injury to the ear or may be present from birth. Most people’s hearing deteriorates with age



	Blindness
	is severe to total loss of vision that cannot be put right by lenses.



	Diabetes 
	An unusually high level of glucose (sugar) in the blood. Symptoms include feeling thirsty, frequently urinating and tiredness.  Depending on the type of diabetes, the person may need insulin injections or a healthy diet with lots of exercise.



	Eczema
	term usually applied to a range of skin conditions.  Often occurs in childhood and is linked to allergies.



	Cancer
	a disease caused by uncontrollable growth of cells that can be inherited or caused by environmental factors such as radiation.



	Colour Blindness
	Not being able to distinguish colour (between red and green or between blue and yellow). Red Green colour blindness effects males whereas blue-yellow effects both genders.
